MINUTES FOR THE CDSA ANNUAL GENERAL MEETING 2004

Chairman’s Report

ASJ thanked SW, KB and GJ for services on the committee over the past year. He also drew attention of delegates to the need for more support of the Delegates’ Competition in years to come if it is to be maintained.

2.
Election of Officers

Andrew Davies and Martin Cavenagh were co-opted onto the board to act at Tournament Secretaries, proposed by SW and seconded by Tony Palkowski. No objections were made. ASJ then proposed that the committee members otherwise remain unchanged, seconded by Paul Denton. There were no objections.

3.
Proposals For Rule Amendments

No further proposals were forthcoming when requested. The proposal was made by GJ that sandwiches would return to be compulsorily provided for the visiting team at each league fixture. There were no objections. This is now the rule. 

SW proposed that the winners of Division One should be handicapped by 14 points per player per frame if the team opts not to take promotion to the Premier Division. Seconded by Tom Cross. GJ then proposed an amendment that promotion should be offered to the 3rd/4th placed teams if the top two do not wish to be promoted. KB then proposed the amendment that the penalty for teams opting not to be promoted should be a fixed point fine to begin the season. Paul Denton proposed the amendment that the 14 point handicap proposed by SW should in fact be 14 points when playing at home, and 7 points when playing away fixtures, per player, per frame. The proposal that the teams opting not to be promoted was passed by 8 votes to 5. The amendment of Paul Denton was passed by 11 votes to 1. Delegates voted not to apply KB’s amendment by a vote of 9 to 3. 

It was then proposed by GJ that the rule book be changed to remove the league committee’s right to deduct from a team cancelling a fixture at short notice six league points. SW seconded the motion. It was unanimously passed. 

GJ also proposed that the period of notice for a valid cancellation of a match should be changed to 14 days in advance of the fixture. SW seconded, and the vote was unanimously passed.

KB then proposed that all results must be sent in to the Match Secretary by 9am on the Saturday following the fixture, and that all teams should send in results, regardless of victory or defeat. If not, the match would be scored as pointless by the Match Secretary. This was seconded by GJ and unanimously passed.

AD proposed (with seconding from MC) that all tournaments should be played at the same venue on the same night. Tom Cross suggested the amendment that this should apply only to the Divisional Singles tournaments for a trial period. The delegates unanimously passed this proposal and the amendment, and agreed that 1st/2nd Division competitions are to be united unanimously. This means that early rounds of Divisional Singles tournaments will be played in clubs, but the league agreed that social clubs will be used to stage the semi final and final stages.

SW discussed the financial report / balance sheet as given to all delegates.
