Proposals From Outgoing League Secretary 

(To Be Added / Amended To League Rules)

1. Given that teams can register any number of players without extra fee, there should be NO permitted cancellation of matches, unless the League Committee grants ‘extraordinary circumstances.’ A team which has only one player available for the match should attend and play one frame.

Amendments

· COLIN LANE – postponed matches should be replayed within 14 days of their supposed scheduled date.

· TONY PALKOWSKI – The team which fails to show on match night should receive a standard points deduction. The match should then be replayed, allowing the team which was present to still win the points it might have won.

2. Players may transfer from one team to another, within the same division, once per season, but ONLY during the first half of fixtures for that season.

3. If a team should miss three matches within a season, all of its fixtures and results are declared null and void and removed from the records, at whatever point in the season this should occur. 

Amendment

· COLIN LANE – there should be a two season ban for players who are linked to teams that drop out before the conclusion of the league season.

4. If a game is unplayed, and its result can directly influence the top or bottom positions of the division, the Committee reserves the right to order the match to be replayed.

5. The League should establish and record a set list of possible sanctions that can be applied to players who do not conform to the standards expected by the League. These should be divided into five sanction options, as follows:

· Warning for future conduct

· Fine

· Points deduction

· Player expulsion

· Team expulsion

6. Entry fees for CDSA tournaments should be revised from £2 per individual and £4 per pair, to £2.50 per individual and £5 per paid.

7. The League Committee should also establish a tariff for minimum prize money to be paid to CDSA tournament competitors. This tariff should be displayed on the CDSA website. If the revised entry fees are accepted, it should be as follows:

· Minimum number of entries for a tournament to be viable: 16 players or 8 pairs.

· 16-32 entries: not less than £30 to individual winners, and £15 to runner up.

· 33-48 entries: not less than £50 to individual winners, and £25 to runner up.

· 16-32 pairs: not less than £25 to each player and £10 to each runner up

8. League Meetings (monthly) should be renamed ‘Committee Meetings.’ Delegates are not expected to attend, unless delegates wish to register a complaint or raise an issue with the League Committee. The League Committee should publish an update on a monthly basis which is sent via email or post to all clubs outlining results of the Committee Meeting.

9. The League Committee should draw up a list of addresses and email contacts for all clubs.

	1. Match night rules
	Top 

	1.1 Matches to comence no later than 7.30pm and play to be continuous. Five individual frames to be played - no player may play twice. 
1.2 If there is only one player present from either team by 7.30pm, then the opposing team can insist the match starts with the players available. 1.3 If play has not started by 7.45pm then the team at fault will lose one frame and subsequently one frame every 15 minutes. 
1.4 Home and away captains must write down their teams in playing order before their respective lists are matched together. 
1.5 Both result books must be signed by team captains for future reference. Individual frame scores must be entered in result books.
1.6 It is the responsibility of both teams to inform the match secretary Kevin Brown by phone (07834 270595), text or e-mail by 9am on the Saturday immediately following the match. If no result is received no points will be awared to either side.
1.7 The 'Miss' rule must be applied in all matches and it is up to the referee to be consistent in his/her interpretation to promote fair play to both players.

	


	2. Scoring in league play

	2.1 Each team will receive one point for every frame in a league match. 
2.2 The team that wins most frames in a match will receive one bonus point. e.g. a 3-2 win will earn the winners 4 points and the losers 2 points.

	


	3. Professionals players 
	Top 

	3.1 Professional players will now be permitted to play in either the Tuesday or Thursday Divisions. 
3.2 Professionals will concede a 50 point handicap per frame. 
3.3 Professionals will not be allowed to play in any league competitions.

	


	4. Team registration and match postponement 
	Top 

	4.1 Due to the fact that teams are now permitted to register as many players as possible at anytime during the season, postponement at short notice is not allowed. The offending team will lose their possible 6 pts.
4.2 Any team committing this offence more than twice in a season will be expelled from the league and will not be allowed to compete the following season or their registered players. So even if you have only one player available it would be in your teams best interest to attend the match and forfeit any frame/s.
4.3 Matches may only now be postponed through the Match Secretary, giving at least 14 days in advance of the match in question. The team that does not request the postponement will then submit three possible alternative dates, all of which must be before the original match date. The team that requested the postponement will choose one date from these options and the match will take place at this time and date.

	


	5.Competition match scheduling and results
	Top 

	5.1 All matches must be played on or by the final date of each round. There will be no exceptions.
5.2 When arranging matches both players must attempt to make contact. 
5.3 Claims for matches not played must be made on the official claim form and must be handed to the competitions secretary James Llewellyn before the start of the league meeting.
5.4 It is the responsibility of the winning player to inform the competition secretaries of the result. Results can be phoned, texted or e-mail to James Llewellyn (07818 678822) or Kevin Brown (07834 270595).
5.5 Competition results can be phoned or e-mailed to James Llewellyn (07818 678822) or Kevin Brown (07834 270595) up to 10.30pm on the final date. If you are unable to do so then you or your delegate must be present at the league meeting on the first Monday of each month.
5.6 All clubs must have an up to date copy of the rules displayed or available upon request.
5.7 The miss rule must be applied in all matches and the referee must be consistent in his/her interpretaion. The committee reminds players that they DO NOT have the right to waive the application of the miss rule in league play.
5.8 Competition organisers decisions will be final concerning any disputes.
5.9 Failure to play matches by the closing date could result in one or both players being scratched.

	


	6.League meetings and committee
	Top 

	6.1 League meetings will be held at 7.30pm on Mondays at Mackintosh Sports Club (see League meetings and officials for dates of 2004/05 meetings) 
6.2 Either the club delegate or any team member may attend to represent the club. This is not compulsory unless a club has a dispute to be settled or to hand in competition results.

	


	7.Conduct 
	Top 

	7.1 Any registered team or players whose behaviour is prejudical to the interest of the Cardiff and District Snooker League shall under the discretion of the committee be suspended from all matches for the rest of the current season, and their registration shall not be accepted for the following season. 
7.2 All league points accumulated by opposing teams against any suspended team/s will be declared void.
7.3 Any disputes arising from matches played in league or competition must be submitted in writing to the committee and will be clarified at the next league meeting. Captains and/or players involved must be present.

	


	8.Registration of players and teams 
	Top 

	8.1 Any team may register a player on the night as long as they inform the Match Secretary (Kevin Brown 07834 270595) before 7.30pm. 
8.2 A team may enlist a registered player from the same club, from a team registered in another division (one played on another night). Once they have played three times the player automatically becomes a member of the new team which he or she has joined and cannot play in the other division or in any competitions of that division. 
8.3 Playing a non-registered player/s will result in that team losing the match and the team will also be deducted 2 pts for every non-registered player played on that night.
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
